



Application.

Application for a permit required by this code shall be made to the fire code official in such form and detail

as prescribed by the fire code official. Applications for permits shall be accompanied by such plans as prescribed by the fire code official.

Types of permits. 

There shall be two types of permits as follows:

1. Operational permit. An operational permit allows the applicant to conduct an operation or a business.
2. Construction permit. A construction permit allows the applicant to install, build or modify systems and equipment.

Time limitation of application. An application for a permit for any proposed work shall be six months after the date of filing.

Posting the permit. Issued permits shall be kept on the premises designated therein at all times and shall be

readily available for inspection by the fire code official.
